Witness Statements

Miss Julie Wilson (passenger)

I got on at Hammersmith, and was reading a book. I didn't notice anything was wrong until the door at the end of the carriage was opened, and cold air came in. Three youngsters came through and one of them grabbed my handbag. I went to stop her, but a big black lad pushed me down and told me to be quiet. Before I knew what was happening, they had all gone. I was too scared to do anything.

Mrs. Helen Smith (passenger)

I got on at Earls Court. Just as the doors were closing, these kids got on. There was a big black lad and a white girl. They ran down the car and went through the door at the end - you're not supposed to do that when the train is moving. The didn't seem to be doing anything wrong, though. The black lad had a pendant with a large 'W' round his neck.

MIle Helene Duval (passenger)
As I got on at Earls Court, a coloured girl pushed me, and just made it onto the train as the doors were closing. A few seconds later, two young people came through the end door, and they talked for a few seconds. Then, suddenly, they started running down the train, grabbing bags, necklaces and bracelets, and pulling rings off people's fingers. They even pulled some earrings off one girl -you could see her bleeding. The coloured girl was wearing a leather jacket, but that's all I noticed - it was all too quick.

Mr. Ian Cooper (market trader)
